Check-In Procedures:

e You must pay the remainder of your registration balance at check in, if you haven’t already paid in full.

e You will receive your cabin assignment at check-in (not before).

e Campers can purchase snacks and drinks twice a day at Camp Store. Please be prepared to deposit at least
$20 with the Camp Store coordinator at registration. All unused money will be returned at the end of the
week. Do not send your child to camp with money to keep in their cabin.

e Age-appropriate study Bibles will be available for purchase. We will also have Camp JYC logo items for sale.

e YOU MUST SUBMIT A MEDICAL FORM WITH A DOCTOR’S SIGNATURE. Our nurse cannot legally administer
medication without a doctor’s signature.

e ALL MEDICATIONS ARE TO BE REGISTERED WITH THE CAMP NURSE AT CHECK-IN (including inhalers,
Lactaid pills, birth control patches or pills). Campers CANNOT self-administer any medications. No
medication is allowed to be kept in the cabins.

e We encourage you to send mail to the above address for your camper. We make sure to deliver it in a fun

e Please label as many items as possible with your camper’s name. This will keep lost and found items to a
minimum.

e DO NOT pack any FOOD, CANDY, OR GUM! Absolutely no food or drinks are allowed in the cabins.

e Parents are responsible for transporting their children to and from camp at all times. If campers need to
leave for sports, doctor’s appointments or another obligation, a parent must sign them in and out of camp
when going or coming.

e NO CAMPER IS ALLOWED TO HAVE A CELL PHONE (or any other electronic device) WITH THEM AT CAMP!

e If any forbidden item is found in a camper’s possession it will be taken away and returned at the end of the
week to parents.

e All clothing must cover the belly button. No suggestive or non-Christian themed clothing will be allowed.

e You must provide a mattress for your camper. Any single-sized regular, inflatable, or foam mattress will fit
on our bunks.
